CCP PUBLISHES CO2 CAPTURE AND STORAGE (CCS)

REGULATORY UPDATE

The CO2 Capture Project (CCP) has published its fourth ‘Update on Selected Regulatory Issues for CO2 Capture and Geological Storage’. Focusing on core markets, Europe, US, Canada and Australia, the report shows significant progress has been made in the development of legal and regulatory frameworks for CCS. However, it also highlights a number of remaining gaps and challenges within the regulatory regimes that need to be overcome for the global deployment of CCS. 
The report highlights potential regulator barriers and propose strategies for moving forward. It focuses on key regulatory issues including CO2 storage permitting and licensing, impurities in injected CO2 streams, pore space ownership, liability issues and monitoring, reporting & verification requirements.
